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1) What is the EASIEST WAY to use Education City WITHOUT HAVING TO CREATE A PERSONALIZED “CITY”?
www.elveranoschool.org website > "Click Here for El Verano Computer Lab Page" > select Education City button > click Enter > select grade level > click  Activities or Play Live under the subject you desire > click Play > select your Class Name > select student's name > click Play

2) How do I add Homework activities for After School Hours Access (after 4:30 pm)  for my entire class or customized per student? (DO THIS BEFORE PASSING OUT THE CityPass CARDS TO EACH STUDENT!)

www.elveranoschool.org website > "Click Here for El Verano Computer Lab Page" > select Education City button > click Enter > select Teacher Area > select Teacher Features > Set Homework Click To Go > enter Feature Password: 783942 > Login > select Set New > Add Title > Next > Select Class or a specific Student if you want to customize > Next > Click the date to set the Homework Period > Next > select a background > Next > Click to add Activities (and/or Tests in Math for 3rd-5th grade) > Select a Subject tab > select a Grade > Add Activities (up to 43) > Next > Change Preferences if you want, otherwise leave default > Next > Write a specific comment that your class will read when they login using their special CityPass info card > Next > SAVE

3) How do I create a customized, standards-based “city”?

How to create a personalized, standards-based city from Amber’s training with us….
31.     On the right hand side of the main page is a “FEATURES” button. Go ahead and click on Features.
a.The “FEATURES” section has a lot of options for administration like preferences and student management but, we are going to focus on the “SET MY CITY” button on the top right hand side.
b.Here you will enter you feature password which is xxxxxx (give password). This password is to make sure students aren’t using the admin features.
 

32.     The MyCity Feature is a way for a teacher to create a lesson plan specific to a student, classroom, grade level or subject. Maybe a student missed a week of class and you would like to catch them up on some lessons.
a.     This is also a feature that lends itself to really combining the classroom with the computer lab. By having teachers create their mycity’s, the student’s will be getting reinforcement in the computer lab to things they are working on in the classroom.
 

33.     Once MyCity is loaded it will ask you to “CREATE NEW” or “ADD TITLE” Let’s type in a name here.
a.     You can label this whatever you would like. I will add my name but you can label this “Ms. Jones’ Class, 4th Grade Math, or a student’s name”.
 

34.     After you have added a name, click NEXT
 

35.     Let’s go ahead and Click NEXT again.
 

36.     Now the next page is a fun option to add a background for the class/student. Maybe they are a football fan, or love cars. Once you have chosen a background click NEXT.
 

37.     On this next page click the box in the middle that says “CLICK TO ADD ACTIVITIES”
a.     This will open a page in which you can chose from all subjects and grade levels to customize your lesson plan.
b.     Let’s start by clicking on Language Arts, Then 2nd grade
c.     From here, let chose which activities I would like my class/student to complete by clicking the GREEN ADD button.
d.     You may also mix and match the grade levels and subjects depending on what will suit the needs of the student.
e.     Once you have added some activities let’s click NEXT.
 

38.     The next page is a summary of all of your activities, go ahead and click NEXT on the bottom.
 

39.     The next page is going to give you an option to change preferences. You never HAVE TO change your preferences, but you can do things like, take off the timer in an activity, change the number of questions or turn off the SHOW LEVELS.
a.     Turning off the levels will allow students to be doing different grade levels in a computer lab without anybody knowing.
 

 

40.     Let’s click NEXT again. This last page is the comment page.  This section will allow a teacher to leave a personalized comment for the student.
a.     A teacher can say something like “Take your time! Have a great weekend! Double check your answers!”
 

41.     Once you have added a comment, go ahead and click NEXT on the bottom of the page. Finally let’s click on SAVE on the bottom and then OK.
 

42.     To access your MYCITY let’s click on the blue house in the top right of the page.
 

43.     MYCITY’S are located from the main page on the bottom right by simply click on button that reads MYCITY.
 

a.     once you click on the MYCITY button, you will now have access to all the MYCITY’S created in your school. If we were to click on the one we just set up, you will be able to see your background, all the activities you chose and also read your comments in the top left side of the page.
b.     So you can see the versatility, and added value MYCITY provides.
